INSTRUCTION    MANUAL 
 

Model:   GH-1000A   110V, 60Hz, 1000W 

Please read this instruction manual carefully to use this appliance safely and to obtain the best results. 

 

Connections to main supply 

 
Make sure the supply voltage in your home is the same as the voltage marked on the rating plate of the appliance. 

 

General safety instructions 

 

1. Children are not aware of the dangers of electrical appliances. Never leave the appliance unattended 

during use. Therefore always keep the appliance outside the reach of children. 

2. The appliance is only suitable for household use. Never use the appliance outdoors. 

3. Certain parts of the appliance may become hot during use. Refrain from touching these areas so as not 

to burn yourself. 

4. Make sure that the appliance and the power cable never come into contact with hot devices such as 

hotplate or naked flames. 

5. Do not allow the power cable to hang down over the edge of the sink, worktop ortable. 

6. Make sure your hands are dry when you touch the appliance, the power cable or the plug. 

7. Never submerge the appliance in water or another liquid. 

8. The appliance needs to dissipate its heat in order to prevent fire. Therefore it is vital to make sure 

that the   appliance has sufficient clearance on all sides and cannot come into contact with flammable 

materials. The appliance may not be covered up. 

9. Do not use the appliance near explosives or flammable materials. 

10. Do not use a metal scouring pad to clean the appliance. Fragments of metal could come loose and 

touch the appliance’s electrical parts causing it to short circuit. 

11. Always switch the appliance off if: 

•It malfunctions while you are using it. 

•Before you start maintenance. 

•You fit or remove accessories. 

•You unplug the appliance. 

•You have finished using the appliance. 

12. Only use an extension cord that is in good condition. 

13. Never switch the appliance off by pulling the cable. 

14. Always engage a recognized, trained service engineer if the appliance orthe cable is damaged, 

malfunctions have occurred and/orthe appliance requires repairs. 

15. Carrying out your own or having inexpert repairs carried out can cause considerable danger for the user. 

16. We accept no liability for damage caused by incorrect usage orthe ignoring of the regulations in this manual. 

17. Use that does not comply with the manual is not covered by the responsibility and the warranty 

of the manufacturer. 

18. When the appliance is not in use and before cleaning, unplug the appliance from the outlet. 

19. Children should be supervised to ensure that they do not play with the appliance. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 
20. The surfaces are liable to get hot during use.  

This appliance can be used by children aged from 8 years and above and persons with reduced physical, 

sensory or mental capabilities or lack of experience and knowledge if they have been given supervision or 

instruction concerning use of the appliance in a safe way and understand the hazards involved. Children 

shall not play with the appliance. Cleaning and user maintenance shall not be made by children unless 

they are older than 8 and supervised. 

Keep the appliance and its cord out of reach of children less than 8 years. 
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21. Appliances are not intended to be operated by means of an external timer or separate remote-

control system 

22. The temperature of accessible surfaces may be high when the appliance is operating. 

23. To avoid scalds, please do not move the all handle parts under the heater when using.

※ Note: If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or its 

service agent or similar qualified person in order to avoid a hazard. 

 

Before first use 

1.Install parts according to instruction, please use exclusive hex wrench install the base as as shown in the 

figure below. 

2. Before using for the first time, operate the appliance for 10 minutes without any food. This in order to 

remove the “New” scent. A small amount of smoke may also be noticeable. Ventilate the room during this 

period. 

 

Using 

 
1. Do not power on firstly. 

2. Move out cheese holder, fix the cheese on the cheese holder, then move the cheese holder under the electric 

heater, now you can power on the appliances. 

3. You can move up and down the cheese rack to adjust melting temperature. Can also be controlled by the 

thermostat temperature 

4. After fixed the cheese and adjusted the height, you can turn on the switch to operate. 

5. Grilled time is depend on user. 

6. Please cut down the cheese after reach the requirement. 

 

Clean & Care 

•Before cleaning the appliance, always make sure that the plug has been removed from the supply socket. 

Allow the appliance to cool down before cleaning. 

•Cheese holder and grill plate can be disassembled. You can clean the exterior with a damp cloth and dry 

afterwards. Never immerse the appliance in water. Do not use abrasive cleaners, these can cause damage to the 

material. 

 

Warranty 
 

The importer will give, under the following conditions, 36 months warranty from the date of purchase on this 

appliance, against defects, which have been caused by fabric- and/or material faults. 

1. In the warranty period, as mentioned above, no costs will be charged for wages and material costs. 

Repairs, which are carried out under warranty, will not extend the warranty period. 

2. Defect appliances or parts will automatically become property of the importer. 

3. Every claim for warranty will have to be accompanied by a proof of purchase. 

4. Claims for warranty can only be honored by the dealer where the appliance has been purchased or 

by the importer. 

5. Warranty is only valid forthe first buyer and is not transferable. 

6. Warranty is not valid, for damage caused by: 
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a. Accidents, misuse, wear and tear or neglect. 

b. Wrongful installation, and/or use in away contrary to the holding laws, technical standards or safety standards. 

c. Connection to another voltage than indicated on the rating plate. 

d. Unauthorized modifications. 

e. Unauthorized repairs. 

f. Improper packaging of the returned goods. 

7. Claims cannot be made in case of: 

a. Losses during transport. 

b. Removal or modification of the rating plate. 

8. Excluded from warranty are electrical cords, lamps and glass parts. 

9. This warranty does not give a right to claim damages other than replacement or repair of defective parts. 

The   importer can never be held responsible for damages or any other inconveniences caused by 

appliances, which are delivered by him. 

10. Costs of transportation, packaging and freight insurance are always for the buyer's own account. 

11. This appliance is not suitable for professional use.
